C. Course Description:

This course aims to help students strengthen the skills required to read and write in academic contexts. In terms of reading, besides enhancing students’ skimming and scanning skills, the course focuses on develop students’ abilities to critically analyze arguments in written text and incorporate insights gained from the text into their own writing. In terms of writing, 
this course introduces students to different essay genres and helps them approach writing as a critical thinking and recursive process. Students will be instructed in writing different academic essay genres with a focus on analyzing and developing arguments.

F. Instructional Modes:

Generally, each in-class meeting will be conducted in the following way:
- Lectures (20% of the time): Students will be instructed on skills and strategies on effective reading and analyzing arguments. They will also be introduced the structures of different essay genres and how to develop their writing plan to fit within each genre. 
- Activities (65% of the time): In terms of reading, students will practice on skimming and scanning for main and supporting ideas. After comprehending the text, the students will analyze and judge the logic of the arguments presented in the text based on their existing knowledge and the information they have searched for. In terms of writing, students will practice on identifying the structure of specific essay genres and then analyze the logic of pattern or idea organization in the given texts. Students are encouraged to present their writing plan and get peer-feedback.
- Teacher commentary (15%): Teacher provides feedback on students’ work 
Outside the classroom, students will do individual essay writings and extra reading practices (in papers or on the mlearning platform).

H. Assessment Methods (Requirements for Completion of the Course):

Description of learning outcomes assessment 

	A. Formative assessment 1 – Reading Quizzes 10%: Week 5, 13

	Students will take two forty-minute reading quizzes, and each quiz focuses on vocabulary and reading comprehension questions.

	Assessment Criteria
	Students demonstrate their ability in comprehending reading texts, graphs, charts, and diagrams and also their ability to understand and critically evaluate arguments presented in texts. 

	B. Formative assessment 2 – Extensive reading: 10%

	

	Task description
	Students need to read a minimum of 6 graded reader books (60000 words) and complete 6 quizzes on Mreader.org.
* Formative assessment 2 – Extensive Reading: Scoring guide

· Students who complete less than 6 quizzes will not be graded (i.e. ‘zero’). 
· Students who complete the minimum requirement will get 6 marks.

· For each extra quiz that they complete, students will get one extra mark. ‘10’ is the maximum score that students will get.

	C. Summative assessment 1 –   Integrated reading and writing Test (Week 8): 20%

	Students are required to complete a set of objective questions (15-20 questions) including grammar, vocabulary and reading comprehension skills (30 marks) and write an essay from 350 words (70 marks). The essay topic should be related to the reading texts.

	D. Formative assessment 3 – Essay writing 20%: Week 4, 10, 14

	Students need to write 3 essays (approx. 350 words/ essay) throughout the course. The essay topics will be decided by the teacher.

	E. Summative assessment 2 – (Integrated reading and writing ): 40%

	Students are required to write an essay from 350 words (50%) and complete a set of objective questions (50%) including grammar, vocabulary and reading comprehension skills.
